The house is approached at the eastern end of Shoreham Beach and
is entered via a large private driveway with room for ample vehicles.  

The ground floor has a warm and welcoming entrance hallway, a
double garage, shower room and 2 double bedrooms.  You can also
access the garden from the ground floor making it extremely useful
when coming back from the beach.  

This fun and retro style house has been designed at a slight angle
(thought to be the only one on Shoreham Beach) to maximise the
gorgeous views on offer on the first floor which provides a superb
lounge, dining space, modern fitted kitchen and a further bedroom
with an en-suite bathroom.  

Outside, is a full width glass balcony giving you more room to relax and
entertain and on the ground floor is an inviting garden space with
double gates opening directly onto the beach.

Ever-popular, Shoreham is the perfect place to appreciate all
the location has to offer. Positioned between the coastline and
South Downs National Park, the town centre has some amazing
independent retailers and restaurants and demand for beach-
front property rises year on year with very few destinations in the
UK offering this type of property and lifestyle.
